Science

The children will begin every half term this year by looking at the micro-habitats around school and seeing what

organisms (living things) they can observe.

The children will also be learning about habitats. This will include identifying and naming a variety of plants and
animals in their habitat, exploring, and comparing the differences between things that are living, dead and things
that have never been alive. Children will also describe how habitats provide the basic needs for an animal, they
will learn that most living things live in habitats to which they are suited and finally they will describe how

animals obtain their food from plants and other animals.

You can help your child at home by observing habitats at home or on your way to school and seeing

what living things can be observed.
